The Lutheran Manor staff received so many wonderful gree�ng 

cards, gi@s, and delicious baked goods.  I personally would like to thank everyone for their generosity this holiday 

season- THANK YOU!!!    As always, it is our pleasure to con�nue working hard and ensuring that Lutheran Manor is 

the best senior community in the valley!      

 During the last Tenants Associa�on Mee�ng, I announced that we will be replacing our medical duress system at 

Lutheran Manor.   This is the medical call system that is triggered when you pull your emergency cord in your  

apartment.   This system will be replaced in the beginning of FEBRUARY.  During the installa�on period, there will be 

one week that your emergency cord WILL NOT WORK.   We will no�fy you the exact dates that it will be shut down. 

(closer to February)    These dates will be posted on the bulle�n boards and the TV message boards located on each 

floor, as well as a memo delivered to your apartment.  During the �me this system will be shut down, you will need 

to call 911 directly yourself if you are in an emergency situa�on.   Thank you for your coopera�on.    

 Another one of our efforts to keep Lutheran Manor in superior condi�on is Preven ve Maintenance.  One aspect of 

this goal is our bi-annual apartment inspec�ons.  In January, we will be inspec�ng all apartments in the building. 

Please be sure to report any maintenance problems or concerns to our staff during your inspec�on.   We can only 

address or resolve maintenance issues if we know about them.   In addi�on, we have a new preventa�ve contract 

with our pest control company.  We are going to add preventa�ve inspec�ons to all apartments and common areas, 

as well as home inspec�ons to scheduled move-in’s.   If there is an unwanted pest or cri:er at Lutheran Manor, we 

want to find it!  We have improved our preven�ve maintenance contract with our elevator company.  We know  

unexpected maintenance issues happen with elevators, but we are dedicated to keep those situa�ons to a                        

minimum.    

 Please con�nue to report any problems in your apartment or around the building, and we will be sure to address 

it!!  2014 was a great year at Lutheran Manor, but 2015 is going to be bigger and be:er yet!!!
