Ear Candling is sometimes called ear coning. It's a technique that uses a long hollow
wax paper tube. One end is placed into the ear and the otheris lit. The purpose is
to draw the ear wax out which can help with things like ringing ears and sinus pressure.
After the procedure is finished, a brown waxy substance is left in the candle stub.
This is the earwax, bacteria, and debris from the process.

Do NOT use cotton swabs, paper clips, hair pins, or any other objects to clean or unblock
your ears. These can push wax further in and cause infection, pain, or damage.

If you are someone who has excessive amounts of ear wax with pain, discomfort,
ear infections, or hearing loss you should visit your doctor.
